B. No response to DMX controller

1. If the display screen flashes, check the DMX signal connector and signal line
whether the connection is correct.

1. If the display screen does not flash, but no response to channel control, check
whether the address code or channel setting is correct.

1. If the DMX signal transmission is intermittent, check if the XLR and DMX cables
are in good condition.

2. Try using another controller.

3. Check if the DMX cables is too close to the high-voltage wire, which may
damage or interfere with the signal circuit.

6. The facility has not completed the self-check.
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C. One of the channels is not working well

1. The stepper motor might be damaged or the cable connected to the PCB is
broken.
2. The motor's drive IC on the PCB might be out of condition.

12. Fixture Cleaning

The lens and diffuser should be clean frequently to get better light effect. Wipe
frequency according to the environment. Humidity, excessive smoke, and dirty
environment will make lens dusty.

e Use soft cloth and special glass cleaner.

e Wipe lens surface at least every 30 days.

e Use vacuum cleaners or air guns to clean the interior structure of the

facility, at least twice a year.
